	Students need to know what adjectives are and be able to apply adjectives to describe people, places, animals and etc. It is important in students’ growth as a reader and a writer to understand the content in a text and make meaningful sentences in their writings.

	Introduction (anticipatory set – “HOOK”):
Choosing your Favorite Stuffed Animal:
· Ask students to gather on the carpet and find a spot to seat comfortably
· Teacher sits on the chair at the front of the carpet and asks “Which is your favorite stuffed animal and why?”
· Teacher has a box full of stuffed animals and pulls out each stuffed animal and shows it to the whole class
· Go through stuffed animals: cat, dog, rabbit, monkey, elephant, dinosaur and etc.
· Call upon two or three students to share their favorite stuffed animal and why

	
Choosing your Favorite Stuffed Animal:
· Students gather on the carpet as teacher instructs to and find a comfortable place to sit
· Students listen intently and participate in discussions when asked
· Students share their favorite stuffed animals and the reason when called upon

	Body:
Introducing Adjectives:
· Teacher tells students “The words you just used to describe your favorite stuffed animal are called adjectives”
Read the Story of “The Three Little Pigs”:
· Ask students to listen attentively and respectfully to the story of “The Three Little Pigs” 
· Ask them to look at the pictures on the screen as teacher reads the story
Group Activity:
· After reading the story, teacher divides the whole class into 3 separate groups according to their preference about the three pigs in the story and asks them to discuss their favorite pigs and why in their groups
· Teacher walks around the classroom and talks to each group 
Sharing Ideas:
· Use “class, class, class” to bring students’ attention back to teacher at the front of the class
· Call upon 1 student in each group to share their favorite pig and why to the class



Back to Adjectives Again:
· Teacher writes all the reasons on the white board as students are sharing their thoughts and circle all the adjectives
· Emphasize to students again that any words we use to describe something we like or dislike are called adjectives


Practice Adjectives:
· Teacher gives an object, a place or an animal and asks students to write down one or two adjectives on a sticky note to describe it (teacher will collect all the sticky notes at the end of the lesson)
	
Introducing Adjectives:
· Students listen carefully to teacher’s explanation

Read the Story of “The Three Little Pigs”:
· Listen attentively and respectfully to the story
· Examine the pictures carefully when teacher reads the story
Group Activity: 
· Students actively talk about their favorite pigs and the reasons in their groups
· Students share their ideas with teacher 



Sharing Ideas:
· Students respond “yes, yes, yes” to teacher and focus on teacher’s talking
· Share their favorite pigs and why when called upon



Back to Adjectives Again:
· Look carefully when teacher is writing on the whiteboard
· Listen attentively

	Closure:
Talk about Adjectives:
· Ask students to share what they learned about adjectives
· Ask students “Can you choose the most appropriate adjective on the whiteboard to describe yourself, your teacher and your friends?”

· Students actively share what their new learnings are
· Students choose proper adjectives to describe themselves, their teacher and their friends

Organizational Strategies:
	· Get students involved in the “Hook” activity to engage them into the topic for this specific lesson
· After the discussion part, teacher will keep a calm voice to set the tone again
· Sticky notes will not be distributed to students until the “Practice Adjectives” part begins
· After returning back to the carpet from the tables, students will be asked to listen carefully




Proactive, Positive Classroom Learning Environment Strategies:
	· Teacher is positive and excited to talk about adjectives
· Teacher will say “class, class, class” in order to bring students’ attention back to teacher and students will respond “yes, yes, yes”
· Praise all speakers
· Encourage shy students to share their ideas
· Stating the rules before the class begins: all the students should sit quietly and listen to the speaker attentively and they can only speak once they are called upon
· Teacher will read the story with emotions, facial expressions and body gestures to attract students’ interest and engage them into the learning process




Extensions:
	· Students continue to identify adjectives in texts that they will read later on in the subject
· Students continue to apply adjectives to describe people, places, objects, animals and etc.




Reflections (if necessary, continue on separate sheet):
	· This lesson has not been taught yet
· It is hard to say how students will respond to each activity in this lesson
· The hook activity might be the most exciting part of the whole lesson
· Students might need more time to discuss their ideas in their separate groups
· Leading students to read adjectives appearing in the story and in their answers might need to be incorporated 
· Students might need extra time to practice applying adjectives to describe people, objects, animals and etc.
