Rationale
	This mini unit is important because students have the opportunity to learn about Chinese New Year by participating in Drama, Visual Arts, Dance and Music activities. This unit helps students experience a different culture and examine the relationship between arts and the wider world.



Overview:
	This mini unit consists of four lessons. The first lesson focuses on Drama. Students have the opportunity to watch videos about the story of Nian, which is a Chinese New Year story and the story of the Chinese Zodiac. Students need to comprehend the stories and be able to act it out with their peers. The second lesson is about Visual Arts. Students get to create lanterns, pop-up rabbit card and rabbit book mark to celebrate the year of the rabbit. The third lesson is a Dance lesson. Students are introduced to kids dance, greeting dance, Chinese Zodiac Animal dance, lion dance and square dance in China. They can have lots of fun and explore Chinese arts forms at the same time. The last lesson focuses on the music of China. Students get to learn the Chinese Pentatonic Scale which is different from the western musical system, Chinese Jian Pu which is a system of using numbers to represent various notes. Also, students have the opportunity to explore some of the Chinese traditional musical instruments including how they are played and how they sound. Lastly, students will be able to listen to a famous folk song in China called “Jasmine Flower” in English. Students are encouraged to sing along if they feel comfortable to. This mini unit exposes students to the Chinese culture and arts styles. After learning the contents in this unit, students can form a better understanding of international works of art and artistic traditions from diverse cultures, communities, times and places.

	Introduction/Hook:
	Pose Questions (4.5 min)
· Project pictures of traditions, decorations and etc. for Chinese New Year onto the smartboard
· Ask students “Do you know which festival is associated with these pictures?”
· Call upon volunteers to answer
· Ask students “What else do you know about Chinese New Year?”
· Call upon volunteers to answer

Introduce the Topic (0.5 min)
· Tell students “Today, we are going to start a mini arts unit about Chinese New Year”

	Body:
	Story of Nian – A Chinese New Year Story (10 min)
· Tell students that they are going to watch the story of Nian which is a Chinese New Year story
· Inform students that after they watch the video, they need to work in their group of 6 to act the story out
· Play a video of the story of Nian for students to watch
· After the video, ask students the following questions:
1. Who are the characters in the story?
2. Why were people so scared of Nian?
3. What would happen on the last day of the lunar year?
4. What was the secret that the traveler told the old lady?
5. What traditions or ways of celebrating Chinese New Year did you learn from the story?

Act It Out (19 min)
· Have students work in their group of 6
· Tell students to act the story of Nian out
· Tell students that they have 7 minutes to rehearse
· After 7 minutes, have each group come up and perform to the class 

Story of the Chinese Zodiac (10 min)
· Tell students that they are going to watch the story of the Chinese zodiac next
· Inform students that after they watch the video, they need to work as a class to act the story out in the format of readers’ theatre
· Play a video of the story of the Chinese Zodiac for students to watch
· After the video, ask students the following questions:
1. Who was the first animal in Chinese zodiac?
2. Who was the last animal in Chinese zodiac?
3. Is cat in Chinese zodiac? Why?
4. According to the story, why cats and rats are enemies of each other today?

Act It Out (15 min)
· Give each student a script
· Assign each student a role
· Have students practice individually to get themselves familiar with their own lines
· Tell students that they have 5 minutes to rehearse
· After 5 minutes, have everyone come up and perform together

	What is Your Chinese Zodiac Sign? (9.5 min)
· Give each student a Chinese zodiac year chart
· Have student find their own Chinese zodiac sign
· Have students share their own Chinese zodiac sign
· Go over some zodiac animals’ personality traits with the class

Introduce the Topic (0.5 min)
· Make it clear to students “In China, every year has a zodiac animal associated with it and the year of 2023 is the year of the rabbit”
· Tell students that they are going to make some crafts related to rabbits today

Creating A Lantern (15 min)
· Tell students that they are going to make a lantern
· Have students pick a black and white template of the rabbit/their Chinese zodiac animal/an animal that they like to make a lantern
· Demonstrate the process and have students follow along:
1. Color the animal on the template and fold the template in half
2. Cut the dotted lines from the fold to the solid line
3. Unfold and roll into a lantern. Then, glue at the top or the bottom
4. Make a handle from a colored paper
5. Attach the handle with the glue

	Body:
	Pop-Up Rabbit Card (20 min)
· Tell students that giving and receiving cards with animal of the year is one of the ways to celebrate Chinese New Year
· Make it clear to students that they are going to make a pop-up rabbit card next
· Demonstrate the process and have students follow along:
1. On a piece of paper of your favorite color, draw an oval (the face of the rabbit), the shape of the rabbit’s body and 2 rabbit ears 
2. On a piece of white paper, draw a smaller shape of the rabbit’s body
3. Cut them out and put them aside for a moment
4. Fold a piece of A4 paper in your favorite color
5. Fold the body shapes to make them fit into your cards
6. Fold the face in half and take an edge of 1cm and make a parallel line
7. Repeat on the other side
8. Decorate your rabbit face by adding eyes, noses, mouth and etc.
9. Put the face at the top of the body to fit your card
10. Put the ears behind the head and fold 2 times
11. Glue the body to your card
12. Glue the flaps of the ears and the face to your card
13. Decorate your card even more by drawing a few lanterns and writing “Happy New Year” in multiple languages 

	Closure:
	Rabbit Book Mark (20 min)
· Make it clear to students that they are going to make a rabbit book mark next
· Demonstrate the process and have students follow along:
1. Twist the square paper into a diamond
2. Bring the bottom corner to the top and make a neat fold at the bottom
3. Bring the pointed corner to the top 
4. Repeat on the other side
5. Open it and bring the top flap down
6. Bring the bottom flap over and tuck it under
7. Repeat on the other side
8. Decorate the book mark by drawing rabbit’s eyes, nose, mouth and cutting and pasting rabbit’s ears

· Call upon volunteers to share their feelings/thoughts/comments about today’s activities with the whole class

	Lesson Activities:

	Introduction/Hook:
	Warm-Up – Chinese New Year Kids Dance (3 min)
· Tell students “In China, dancing is one of the most popular ways to celebrate Chinese New Year”
· Have students stand up
· Inform students that they are going to follow the dance movements in the video that will be showed in a minute
· Make it clear to students that the dance in the video is one of the Chinese New Year kids dances
· Play the video
· Have the kids follow along

	Body:
	Greeting Dance (15 min)
· Tell students that they are going to participate in a greeting dance
· Make it clear to students that the greeting dance is inspired by the custom in which families go door-to-door and greet their families and friends, as a way to start off the Chinese New Year
· Make the rules clear:
1. The teacher will put on a piece of music and everyone should walk to the beat
2. The teacher will stop the music periodically. Each time the music stops, everyone should greet the nearest person
3. For the first time, you can greet your peers with a “hello” and a wave
4. Starting from the next time, you need to greet someone without words and wave with different body parts, such as a foot or an elbow
· Tell students “There are many ways to greet people without words. For example, you can greet people in a traditional Chinese way (demonstrate to students), in an actor’s way, in a ballet dancer’s way, a rapper’s way and etc. (also demonstrate these to students)”
· Ask students if they have any questions or confusions
· Answer questions and clarify confusions
· Start the greeting dance activity

Zodiac Animal Dance (15 min)
· Tell students that they are going to mimic the movement of the Chinese zodiac animals in this activity
· Go over the Chinese zodiac animals (Rat, Ox, Tiger, Rabbit, Dragon, Snake, Horse, Sheep, Monkey, Rooster, Dog, and Boar) with students
· Make the rules clear: The teacher will say “This year is the year of + an Chinese zodiac animal” and students need to mimic how that specific animal move or dance
· Ask students if they have any questions or confusions
· Answer questions and clarify confusions
· Start the activity

Lion Dance (15 min)
· Tell students “When it is Chinese New Year, many Chinese people will go to the temple fair where delicious food and amazing shows are presented. Lion dance is one of the most popular performances in the temple fair”
· Show students a video clip of a lion dance in China
· Make it clear to students that they will have the opportunity to learn some simple movements in a lion dance
· Demonstrate each movement one by one and have students mimic one by one:
1. Dip (When the lion is coming towards the audience)
2. Bow (When the lion is bowing its head to the audience)
3. Jump (Jump up with your lion head)
4. Side to side (When the lion’s head is waving and its body is moving from side to side)

	Closure:
	Square Dance (10 min)
· Tell students that when it is Chinese New Year, many Chinese people love to perform square dances (i.e., a very popular type of dance in China which takes place on a square with simple movements and active/funny music)
· Make it clear to students that they are going to participate in a square dance with the music called “Little Apple” (English translation)
· Inform students that they are going to follow along with the dance movements as shown in the video tutorial
· Tell students to have fun while mimicking the dance movements in the video
· Play the video and have students follow along
· Play a more challenging video tutorial with the music called “Coolest Ethnic” (English translation) and have students try to follow along

· Call upon volunteers to share their feelings/thoughts/comments about today’s activities with the whole class

	Review (10 min)
· Lead students to review the following:
1. Staff
2. Notes
3. Treble clef (G clef)
4. Bass clef (F clef)
5. The notes at lines of Treble clef (Every Good Boy Deserve Fun)
6. The notes at spaces of Treble clef (FACE)
7. The notes at lines of Bass clef (Good Boys Deserve Fun Always)
8. The notes at spaces of Bass clef (All Cars Eat Gas)

Teacher’s Instructions (10 min)
· Make it clear to students that in western music, it is common to make use of all the notes (C, D, E, F, G, A, B, C) when composing
· Give an example of the notes in a piece of Chinese song called “Good Little Rabbit” (English translation)
· Ask students “Can you spot which notes are not used in this Chinese song?”
· Call upon volunteers to answer
· Tell students “F and B are not in this Chinese song”
· Show students a slideshow by removing the notes (F and B) which gives the Chinese pentatonic scale
· Make it clear to students “By composing a song using the remaining notes, we will get a song that immediately sounds very Chinese”

	Body:
	Review about Music Theory (5 min)
· Show students a slideshow to review the following:
1. Whole note
2. Half note
3. Dotted half note
4. Quarter note
5. Eighth note
6. Sixteenth note

Introduction to Chinese Jian Pu (15 min)
· Show students a slideshow and make it clear to students “In western music, we use notes like these to tell us what to play. We call this standard notation. In Chinese music, a special kind of notation called Jian Pu is sometimes used”
· Show students a slideshow and tell students “Jian Pu assigns numbers to notes like this”
· Ask students “Can you see how the numbers correspond to the notes?”
· Call upon volunteers to answer
· Make it clear to students which number corresponds with which note
· Show students a slideshow and ask “How do you think a longer note like this is indicated in Jian Pu notation?”
· Call upon volunteers to answer
· Make it clear to students “A dash behind the number indicates a longer note. So, the 3 – here has 2 beats”
· Show students 3 examples in standard notations and have students match the notes to their Jian Pu notation

Chinese Instruments (9 min)
· Have students observe the Chinese instruments on the slideshow
· Have students discuss how they think these instruments are played
· Call upon volunteers to answer
· Play a video for students to learn how these traditional musical instruments are played and how they sound

	Closure:
	The Song of “Jasmine Flower” (9 min)
· Tell students “Now, we will be learning a very famous folk song in China. The song is called Mo Li Hua (the English translation is Jasmine Flower). This song is especially popular during Chinese New Year”
· Briefly introduce students to the background information of the song
· Play a video of the English version of the song for students to listen
· Encourage students to follow along if they feel comfortable to

Sharing with the Class (2 min)
· Call upon volunteers to share their feelings/thoughts/comments about today’s activities with the whole class
